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Rosetta entered into history of astronautics as the first human-made robotic probe that performed landing on the comet (12 November 2014). Institute of experimental physics (IEP) contributed to the mission in cooperation with Space Technology Ireland (STIL) laboratory in years 2000-2001, when the Rosetta spacecraft and lander Philae were built. IEP participated on construction of a mission critical hardware: the ESS processor unit that provided overall communication between the Rosetta orbiter and the lander Philae. The ESS performed flawlessly during the whole mission and was only switched-off a month before the end of the mission (i.e. ”grand finale” on 30 September 2016), when any chance to communicate with frozen Philae on the comet surface was lost. The mission brought a remarkable amount of valuable observations, the data obtained will be processed and analysed for decades. The talk will introduce the mission overview, the IEP contribution and some selected results.
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
