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The paper discusses issues of modernising education in physics.  The authors deal with the following selected topics: humanistic approaches to physics education; the role of physics within the overal curricula; current state and problems; modernisation trends in physics education. Based on available data and resources comparisons of science education abroad and in our country are presented. Attention is paid to the gradual training of future teachers of physics, to the key pedagogical competencies that are necessary for the implementation of innovative educational techniques and methods. Within pedagogical innovations attention is also drawn to in service teachers.
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
